    The Dallas-Fort Worth Association of Black Journalists (formerly the Dallas-Fort Worth Association of Black Communicators) will award scholarships to high school seniors and college students pursuing careers in broadcast or print journalism, convergence, advertising, public relations, photojournalism, and graphic arts and have permanent residence in Dallas, Tarrant, Ellis, Collin and Denton counties. 

Focus: Communications; Journalism; Photojournalism/Photography; Internet;  TV/Radio Broadcasting; Multi-media; Graphics/Graphic Arts/Printing Qualif.: Applicant must be: full-time student at a four-year institution of higher learning. 
Payments will be made to the student’s account after verification of attendance.  One half of the award will be presented for the Fall Semester and the other half will be presented for the Spring Semester after recipient has forwarded a copy of their grades for the Fall, showing a GPA of no lower than a 2.5 on a 4.0 scale.

To Apply: Awards will be granted in writing and visual arts categories. Applicants may enter only one category. FIVE COPIES OF ALL WRITTEN MATERIALS, INCLUDING THE APPLICATION, MUST BE SUBMITTED.

Writing Category: (print, broadcast, advertising/public relations) All applicants must submit a 250-word typewritten autobiography and two writing samples (such as a report on a current news event or an essay on how you plan to use your talent to pursue the communications field of your choice (500-1000 words); and Web applicants must submit a 250-word typewritten autobiography; and video and printed text as well as URLs (DVDs may be included).

Visual Arts Category: (photojournalism and graphic arts) All applicants must submit a 250-word typewritten autobiography; Still Photography applicants must submit five samples of work (see application for details); Electronic Photojournalists must submit a videocassette of work that was photographed and edited by the applicant (maximum of five minutes); Graphic Artists must submit five original works; Radio Journalists must submit an audio air check recorded by applicant (maximum of five minutes) and Web applicants must submit a 250-word typewritten autobiography; and video and printed text as well as URLs (DVDs may be included).

Founded in 1981, DFW/ABJ has awarded over $500,000 in scholarships and many of the recipients have gone on to enjoy impressive careers.
